slinging.

(a) Drafts shall be safely slung before being hoisted. Loose dunnage or debris hanging or protruding from
loads shall be removed.

(b) Bales of cotton, wool, cork, wood pulp, gunny bags or similar articles shall be hoisted only by straps strong
enough to support the weight of the bale. At least two hooks, each in a separate strap, shall be used.
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
