May a Senior Companion serve as a volunteer leader?

Yes. Senior Companions—who on the basis of experience as volunteers, special skills, and demonstrated
leadership abilities—may spend time, in addition to their regular assignment, to assist newer Senior Companion
volunteers in performing their assignments and in coordinating activities of such volunteers.
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
